I DON’T LIKE MY GAME TIME or DAY

 HOW DO I CHANGE IT???

At American Indoor we try our best to please as many teams as we can, within reason, when putting together each league’s schedule for a new season.  Sometimes it is to everyone’s liking and sometimes we make a few mad.  After the schedule is out you can change a game time by using the following steps:
Changing a Game Time – NOT DAY
1. If you don’t already have contact data for teams on your night call American Indoor and secure those that you need.
2. First contact the team you are scheduled to play and ask if they will be willing to change times.  If they are, give them the time you would like.  See if they still like the change.  If so, go to Step 3.
3. Call the 2 teams who are playing at the time you want and see if they will switch with you.  If both agree then have each email American Indoor at aisf@verizon.net confirming the change.
4. Contact your opponent and have them contact American Indoor by email to confirm the change.

5. Changing a game time can be done at any time including the day of a game but the change is ONLY VALID if American Indoor has emails from all parties in hand at game time of the first game affected.

Changing a Game DAY – RESCHEDULING

Reschedules are allowed within the following guidelines and rules:
Reschedules can ONLY be done after league fees are paid in FULL.
a. Effective Season 3, 2012, a reschedule can only be requested after payment of a $10 “rescheduling fee”.  Once paid the following will be the procedure to be followed: 

b. American Indoor will attempt to contact the opposing team by email, phone and text message to get agreement for the reschedule.

c. The opponent will be given the date and time of the reschedule and asked whether they are willing to reschedule.

d. If they agree, the team requesting the reschedule will be notified of the new game day and time.  If they reject the offer to reschedule the requesting team will be notified and asked if they forfeit.  If the game will be forfeited the opponent will be informed.  If they elect to play on the original date and time the opponent will be informed.  All communication between teams will be by American Indoor. 
c. Requested reschedules must be approved by your opponent at least 24 hours before the original game day and time.
d. Once a reschedule date and time are given there is no recourse for another date.  The team that can not make the new date forfeits, no matter which team it is.
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
