Jersey Number Fines
We have been somewhat successful in getting players to place a LEGAL number on the back of their jerseys.  The problem is not with 90% of the registered players but rather with the 10% who persist in trying to do it their way.  
Beginning April 24, 2010, the fine system has been revised as follows:  At purchase of a “New” game jersey a player will be given 1 week to get a legal number on his/her jersey.  A new purchase will be indicated on the check-in sheet with a “J”.  At the next game that a player attempts to check-in without a legal number the fine will be $2 and the check-in sheet will be marked with an “F”.  Subsequent attempts to use the jersey will result in doubling fines ($4 at the second attempt, $8 at the 3rd, $16 at the 4th, etc.).  Numbers must be securely attached, not hanging off.  Remember, screened or ironed-on numbers ONLY.
