Notice to All Adult Teams
Permanent Numbers Required

Starting with the Summer 2008 season, all adult field players will be required to have a UNIQUE permanent (ironed on) number on the back of their jersey in order to participate in any game (Men, Women or Coed). Numbers must be integers 0-99 and be of at least 5 inches in height.  Number(s) must be placed in the center of the back of the shirt in an upright position (do not place numbers upside down, sideways or in any configuration that is not legible from the rear.  In the case of more than one player having the same number, penalties and goals will be awarded to the number and will apply to all having that number.
To clarify this rule: After a player has checked-in for one game, whether they are goal keepers or field players, they are expected to have a permanent number (ironed on or screened) on a jersey to be worn by a field player.  A goal keeper who later decides to play in the field MUST have a permanent number on his field jersey before taking the field as other than the goalie.  Just because you did not use the jersey until 6 games into the season does not exempt a goalie or another player from having a number if previously they were checked in for a game.
The Procedure is as follows:
1. At initial check-in the manager (staff) will ask to see each player’s jersey to verify an iron-on number is affixed.  If it is he/she will enter the player’s number on the check-in sheet.
2. If there is no iron-on number affixed he/she will write a number on the top of the hand (not palm) of the player and check the player in.  The number will not be entered on the check-in sheet (the number is only entered on the check-in sheet if it is permanently affixed).  The player will be told to have a permanent number by the next game or not be allowed to play.

3. If the referee finds players on the field without either a number on the top of the hand or an iron-on number on the jersey those players will be issued a “Yellow Card” for participating illegally.

4. After the first game that a player checks-in without a number, there is no recourse to write on the hand except as in #5 below.  Players without a number at games after their initial check-in will be barred from participation except in the case of #5 below.

5. Players purchasing a new jersey will be given one game to rectify the number situation.  New jersey purchases must be marked on the check-in sheet and the hand number must be used.  A player may opt to pay an $8 “no number fine” instead of purchasing a new jersey.  Either option may be used as many times as a player wishes.

Note:  Players scoring and later found to be playing illegally (either because of no card or no number) will have their goal(s) removed.  We are very serious about players having numbers as per the rules.
New players are encouraged to purchase their jersey with sufficient time to have a number ironed on.  Players can purchase numbers from any retailer.  A white number must be used on white lettered shirts and black on black.
