Payment of Team League & Referee Fees
At American Indoor all “League and Referee Fees” are due before the start of the first game for each team each season.   Each “team” is responsible for collecting and paying league fees which include league fees, deposits and referee fees.  ALL fees must be paid by a single point of contact (not by each player).  
That said, there are options available to teams who need time to pay or do not feel comfortable fronting teammate fees.

For Teams wanting to maintain control of their rosters but in need of a “time payment option”
The majority of our teams option to be a “real” team and collect their fees and pay through a single point of contact.  For these teams the issue is sometimes having full payment at game #1.  For several years we have had a “loan agreement” policy in place.  Essentially, pay in full before game #1 and the cost is $650 or the going league rate at the time.  Decide to spread payment over 2 additional weeks and there is an additional $50 loan fee attached (league fee changes to $700).  In the loan case there are required minimum payments due at game #1, #2 and #3.  In no case will a team take the field unless the required installment minimum is paid.  Teams not paying outstanding debt will be dropped without refund.  All league fee payments are non-refundable.  There is a written agreement that must be signed if this option is utilized for payment.  Should a team not sign the agreement for payment, all fees would become due immediately.
Teams wanting AISF to collect from players

American Indoor ideally likes to deal only with team captains or the team organizer with respect to fees due.  This system reduces the likelihood that mistakes are made or that misunderstandings arise.  This said, several teams come to us and request that we accept “individual payments” from team members for numerous reasons.  As stated earlier we are hesitant in doing this just due to the accounting nightmare it produces.  For several years we have had in place a policy that said that we will “take individual payments for teams but only if the team was an “individual team” that American Indoor controlled” and organized (the Individual Teams in some leagues).  We now have the case of organized teams wanting us to collect from each player on their roster.  The policy below will be used for these teams:
Organized Team Wanting Individual Player Payments
1. American Indoor will collect a minimum of $65 from each player on the roster no matter the point in the season that the player joins the team.
2. A minimum of 11 players MUST be paid and on the roster of the team starting at game 2.  If players designated by the team as team members are not registered and paid at game #1 American Indoor will assign players from the “free player market” to the team.

3. More than 11 players can be registered with the team but EACH will pay a MINIMUM of $65.

4. There are no refunds for players who feel there are too many on the team.

5.  Players added by AISF to make up the roster to 11 can not be     dropped by the Team as their players pay.  The roster will merely expand beyond 11 but to no more than 18.
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
